Led by their experiences gathered in other regions and countries, they want to 
make full of fruit wines, produced from organic grapes, bottled without fining, 
just slightly filtered.  
Year after year the wine critics whilst praising their wines, nicknamed them « the 
wine beach boys » with their surfer looks.

Vague wine range.
